   APPLICANT: Uther Lai 

  LOCATION: 13018 Harbor Boulevard 
 

  REQUEST: To expand an existing 4,800 square foot restaurant, King 

Harbor Seafood Restaurant, that currently operates with 
an Alcoholic Beverage Control (ABC) Type “41” (On-Sale, 

Beer and Wine, Public Eating Place) License, into an 

adjacent 1,200 square foot tenant space, for a total 
square footage of 6,000 square feet.  Also, a request to 

operate the restaurant as a banquet facility with live 

entertainment in the form of Karaoke.  The site is in the 

HCSP-DC (Harbor Corridor Specific Plan-District 
Commercial) zone.  

Members of the public desiring to speak on any item of public interest, including any item on the agenda except 

public hearings, must do so during Comments by the Public.  Each speaker shall fill out a card stating name and 
address, to be presented to the Recording Secretary, and shall be limited to five (5) minutes.  Members of the 

public wishing to address public hearing items shall do so at the time of the public hearing.
