CITY SEEKING AFFORDABLE HOUSING,
SUPPORTIVE SERVICES OPERATOR

The City of Garden Grove is seeking a qualified non-profit organization to oversee the
City’s Emergency Solutions Grants (ESG) program, providing supportive services to
individuals and families who are homeless or at risk of homelessness. Through a Request for
Proposals (RFP) process, non-profit organizations experienced with assisting homeless
individuals and families living on the street or in emergency shelters, as well as those who are
at risk of becoming homeless, are invited to submit a proposal for consideration at
ggcity.org/ESG-RFP by 4:00 p.m. on Thursday, February 8, 2024. The submission portal will
open on Friday, January 19, 2024.

Serving as the path from homelessness to permanent housing, the ESG program will
help individuals and families regain long-term sustainability through street outreach efforts,
providing access to programs and services, rapid re-housing, ensuring a quick exit from
homelessness to affordable housing, and aiding emergency shelters with case management.

To assist with operating costs, approximately $170,000 for the 2024/25 Fiscal Year will
be awarded to the selected non-profit organizations. Funding for the ESG program is
authorized through the Homeless Emergency Assistance and Rapid Transition to Housing Act
of 2009, and is administered by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development
(HUD).

Governor outlines plan to curb retail theft

Gov. Gavin Newsom announced a package of bills that would address retail theft and
burglary. The proposed measures are a good first step towards solving the challenges
identified by League of California Cities members as a priority issue.

According to the Public Policy Institute of California, rates of retail theft have increased
in recent years, mostly in the state’s largest counties. The Bay Area saw the largest
increase in shoplifting.

The Governor’s proposals would not amend Proposition 47, the 2017 ballot initiative
that changed some nonviolent offenses to misdemeanors. He stated Prop. 47 does not
need to be changed to address the current crisis. Cal Cities is part of a broad coalition
advocating for changes to Prop. 47, including reducing repeat offenses without returning
to the days of mass incarceration.

The proposals focus on the following issue areas:

o Resellers. Proposes new penalties for people engaged in retail theft to resell and
those that resell the stolen property.

o Enforcement. Proposes changes to existing law to ensure police can arrest
suspects of retail theft even if they didn’t witness a crime in progress.

e Aggregation. Proposes clarifying that the penal code allows law enforcement to
combine the value of multiple thefts — even across different victims — to reach the
threshold for grand theft.

e Auto burglary. Proposes new penalties for professional auto burglary by
increasing penalties for the possession of items stolen from a vehicle with intent to
resell, regardless of whether the vehicle was locked.

e Organized retail theft. Proposes eliminating the sunset date for the organized
retail crime statute. The law, which has been effectively used by California Highway
Patrol and others in the Organized Retail Crime Task Force, is set to expire on Jan.
1, 2026.

Many prominent Republican and Democratic lawmakers have put retail theft at the top
of their legislative agenda this year. Some have even floated the idea of improving or
revisiting Prop 47.

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Supreme Court takes up key homelessness
case

The U.S. Supreme Court on Friday agreed to review a lower court’s ruling in Johnson v.
City of Grants Pass. The opinion prohibits Grants Pass, Oregon, from enforcing its anti-
camping ordinances against all involuntarily homeless individuals within the city.

Cal Cities partnered with the California State Association of Counties to file an amicus
brief supporting the City’s request the high court review the opinion. Cal Cities also
anticipates filing an amicus brief on the merits of the case.

The question before the Supreme Court is “Does the enforcement of generally
applicable laws regulating camping on public property constitute ‘cruel and unusual
punishment’ prohibited by the Eighth Amendment?”

The Supreme Court’s decision to review the case signals that the court may finally
provide clarity on whether cities can use ordinances — one of many tools — to handle
public health and safety concerns that arise from unlawful encampments on public

property.

The Supreme Court’s decision comes as the U.S. Court of Appeals for the 9th Circuit
made a ruling in another high-profile homelessness case. Last week, the court issued
an opinion in Coalition on Homelessness v. City and County of San Francisco that
further hamstrings cities’ efforts to implement reasonable time, place, and manner
restrictions on camping on public property.

In that decision, the 9th Circuit confirmed that persons who are offered, but refuse
shelter are not “involuntarily homeless.” Therefore, cities can enforce ordinances to
address concerns related to some encampments on public property. However, the
court’s opinion is in line with prior cases that found cities have an obligation to provide
shelter before they implement anti-camping ordinances.

The dissent characterized that opinion as letting stand “an injunction permitting
homeless persons to sleep anywhere, anytime in public in the City of San Francisco
unless adequate shelter is provided.”

The Supreme Court’s review of Johnson v. City of Grants Pass should provide clarity
and guidance to cities trying to respond to public health and safety concerns related to
unlawful encampments on public property. With 25 amici briefs filed — 14 originating in
California — there is significant interest in the high court’s decision.

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What cities need to know about the first
three months of CARE Court

The lead agency responsible for CARE Court released an implementation update late
last year with information for existing and potential stakeholders. The League of
California Cities supported CARE Court early on and provided several adopted
amendments, such as a phased-in implementation period and opportunities for cities to
take part in CARE plan negotiations.

An initial cohort of eight counties — Glenn, Orange, Riverside, San Diego, Stanislaus,
Tuolumne, and the City and County of San Francisco — had to start implementing the
CARE Act by Oct. 1, 2023. Los Angeles implemented a CARE plan on Dec. 1, 2023.
The remaining counties must begin implementation by Dec. 1, 2024.

Between October and December, 200 petitions were filed to initiate court-ordered care
plans for individuals considered unlikely to safely survive in their communities. However,
many individuals seeking help via the program were able to connect with supportive
services without a formal petition.

The California Health & Human Services Agency (CalHHS) projects the CARE Court
Program will serve over 2,000 individuals by the end of 2024 under current eligibility
requirements.

Implementation background and progress

Passed in 2022, CARE Court allows family members, first responders, and licensed
behavioral professionals to start court-ordered care plans based on individual
behavioral needs. Treatment plans are highly personalized and managed by a
community care team, which connects individuals to supportive services and
specialized treatment.

A working group is guiding CARE Court’s implementation through 2024, with a focus on
guiding principles and strategic priorities. CalHHS also created three ad hoc subgroups
to include participation from key stakeholders, behavioral health experts, and members
of the public. The groups also incorporate the perspectives of people with lived
experience and families who have suffered alongside a family member dealing with
acute behavioral health issues.

Late last year, CalHHS conducted the first round of site visits to the initial eight counties.
Staff met with judges and court officials to align data collection protocols. Staff toured
residential housing facilities and held discussions on outreach and engagement
strategies for the program.

CARE Court resources
The quarterly update also provides a list of resources, including the CARE Data
Dictionary, to ensure unified data collection and reporting across CARE counties. From

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South Coast AQMD Partnership to Pioneer a Fuel Cell
Locomotive and Infrastructure for Zero-Emission Trucks

South Coast AQMD was awarded $76 million from the California State
Transportation Agency (CalSTA), partnering with Wabtec Corporation
(Wabtec) and Prologis Mobility to pioneer the demonstration of a liquid
hydrogen fuel cell freight locomotive and infrastructure to support
zero-emission battery and fuel cell trucks in the South Coast Air Basin.

The award from CalSTA also leverages funding support secured by
California’s U.S. Senators, the Department of Energy, and the Mobile
Source Air Pollution Reduction Review Committee to implement these
projects that will cost over $200 million. In Southern California, where over 80%
of nitrogen oxides, the key precursor of ozone and particulate matter, comes from
mobile sources, including trucks, trains and ocean-going vessels, transitioning to
zero-emission technologies is essential. This work will revolutionize the goods movement :
transportation sector and contribute to significant regional air quality improvement. Specifically, South Coast
AQMD and partners will develop the first-of-its-kind hydrogen fuel cell locomotive to showcase both innovation
and the reduction of mobile source emissions.

Additionally, installing 376 Direct Current Fast Chargers and 19 hydrogen refueling dispensers for the goods
movement trucks will mark a significant step towards cleaner transportation by building much needed
infrastructure supporting heavy-duty zero-emission trucks. More than 7,600 jobs will be created while 1.7

How does CARE Court, California’s new legal approach to behavioral
health care, work?
